Two physicians from Belmont have been
included in Philadelphia Magazine's 2018

The software-based q15 minute check tracker replaces pencil and paper-
based forms. This innovative approach provides a comprehensive method
to patient monitoring ensuring quality care. Belmont is the only hospital
in the Philadelphia area to be using this unique approach in ensuring
patient safety.

Accomplishments

Dr. El-Gabalawi was honored with the Community Service Award on
June 6th by the Regional Council of Child and Adolescent Psychiatry of
Eastern Pennsylvania and Southern New Jersey. He was recognized for his
exemplary career which has encompassed patient care, research, education
and community service. Dr. El-Gabalawi’s work has spanned over forty
years showing a dedication to the healthcare community as well as to
Belmont.

Belmont received the “Evidence Based Practice Program Designation” as a
provider that utilizes Cognitive Behavioral Therapy (CBT) in Acute Inpatient
Services. Cognitive Behavior Therapy is a solution-focused treatment that
helps a person learn skills and solve problems by identifying unhelpful
thinking patterns, changing inaccurate beliefs, engaging in new behaviors,
and relating to others in more positive ways that support meeting their
personal goals and recovery. During the past 3 years, Belmont's inpatient
clinical staff underwent a rigorous training, supervision, and consultation
process with the Beck Community Initiative (BCl), where 9 inpatient
clinicians were recognized for achieving CBT competency status. Along
with this achievement, BCl presented Belmont with the “Largest number
of CBT-Trained Milieu” award for Belmont's inpatient psychiatry, nursing,
behavioral health associates, and Social Services Staff participating in 1.5
years of trainings and consultation in CBT principles.
